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摘　　要 Abstract 

兒童圖書館（室）氣氛營造的成功與否，關係到兒童日後就學與成人階段使用圖書館的意願與行為，因此兒童圖書館（室）的空間規劃十分重要。 Children's Library (room) to create an atmosphere of success, related to the child's future use of library school and adult stages of the will and behavior, children's library (room) of the spatial planning is very important. 本文首先以文獻分析來探討兒童室實體環境規劃設計的理念與原則；接著以兩個不同作法的個案，說明資源的多寡雖限制了計畫之規模，但只要用心規劃，一樣也可以達到很好的效果；之後實地訪視兩個臺北地區著名的兒童圖書館（室），利用國外的量表觀察其實體環境，以了解臺灣地區兒童圖書館（室）在空間規劃上的狀況及優缺點。 Firstly, the literature analysis of children's room physical environment planning and design ideas and principles; and then to practice two different cases, indicating the amount of resources, although the size limit of the plan, but as long as the intention of planning, the same can be achieved very good effect; after the site visit two well-known children's library in the Taipei area (room), use of foreign observation of their physical environment scales to understand the children's library in Taiwan (Room) in the state spatial planning and the advantages and disadvantages .

兒童第一次接觸圖書館的印象，將影響其日後就學、成人階段使用圖書館的意願與行為，因此兒童室的氣氛營造非常重要。 Children's first contact with the library's image, will affect their future schooling and adult stages of the will and behavior of the library, so the atmosphere to create a children's room is very important. （註 1 ）這樣的一種氣氛需要由實體環境、館藏資源、服務人員、及服務溝通等四個面向來著手，（註 2 ）以表現出一種邀請的、友善的、多彩的、易親近的情調。 (Note 1) such an atmosphere of need for the physical environment, library resources, services, personnel, and service-oriented communication to proceed in four, (2) to demonstrate a kind of invitation, friendly, colorful, approachable mood . （註 3 ）其中實體環境又包括建築、色彩、尺寸、材料、樣式、形狀、風格等與美感相關的設計因素，以及配置、舒適、標示等與功能相關的設計因素；此外，空氣品質、噪音、乾淨等背景狀況也是很重要的潛在因素。 (Note 3) physical environment which also includes construction, color, size, material, style, shape, style and beauty-related design factors, and configuration, comfort, labeling and other design factors associated with the function; In addition, air quality, noise , a clean background conditions such as potential factors are also important. （註 4 ） (Note 4) 

本文首先以文獻分析來探討兒童室實體環境規劃設計的理念與原則；接著分別舉出“全新規劃建館”與“裝修翻新計畫”這兩種不同作法之個案，企圖說明預算及人力的多寡，雖限制了計畫的規模，但只要用心規劃，一樣也可以達到很好的效果；之後實地訪視兩個臺北地區著名的兒童圖書館（室），利用國外的量表來觀察其實體環境，以了解臺灣地區兒童圖書館（室）在空間規劃上的狀況及優缺點。 This article first document analysis to explore the physical environment planning and design children's room ideas and principles; then to quote a "new plan hall" and "decoration renovation project," the practice of the two different cases in an attempt to explain the budget and manpower amount, although the size limit of the plan, but as long as the intention of planning, the same can be achieved very good results; after the site visit two well-known children's library in the Taipei area (room), using a scale to observe foreign physical environment to the better understanding of children's library (room) conditions in space planning and the advantages and disadvantages. 

壹、兒童圖書館（室）之空間規劃 One, a children's library (room) of the spatial planning 

兒童是獨立的個體而不是小號的大人，因此圖書館在為他們規劃服務空間時，應該考量其認知、發展與行為上的特質，設計出“量身訂做”的空間，而不是提供成人環境的縮小版給他們。 Children are independent individuals rather than small adults, the library space planning services for them, they should consider their cognitive development and behavioral characteristics, design a "tailor-made" space, rather than adult miniature environment for them. 一般來說，兒童所使用的環境在設計上的最高原則是必須顧及其身體安全、增進其社會性、培養其情緒、啟蒙其智慧與美感，並且要能夠避免意外的傷害及疾病的傳播。 In general, children are using the highest environmental principles in the design must take into account their physical safety, to enhance their social, to develop their emotions, their wisdom and beauty of Enlightenment, and to be able to avoid accidental injury and the spread of disease. （註 5 ）然而兒童室的使用群的異質性高，從嬰兒、學步幼童、學齡前、小學、到中學生都是兒童室所服務的對象，他們無論在身體或心理的需求與發展都大不相同，所以在整個圖書館建築中，兒童室的規劃可說是難度較高的部份。 (5) However, the use of the nursery group heterogeneity was high, from infants, toddlers, preschool, primary, secondary school students are the children's room to serve, because they are both in physical or psychological needs and development different, so in the library building, the planning of the nursery can be said that more difficult part. 

雖然大部份的公共圖書館都配置有兒童室，但此方面的專論文獻卻很稀少，因此本文僅由文獻中歸納出以下六個議題，簡述兒童室實體環境規劃設計的理念與原則。 Although the majority of public libraries are equipped with children's room, but this area is very rare monograph literature, this paper only from the literature summarized in the following six issues, children's room briefly the physical environment planning and design ideas and principles . 

服務哲學對空間規劃之影響 Service philosophy and the impact on space planning 

一個圖書館的服務哲學會影響到該館建築物的風格，如果業主（館方）在建築師承接案子之初就將所欲表達的意象清楚說明，建築師必能設計出一棟會“說話”的圖書館，以視覺的方式表現出該圖書館的特性。 A library's service philosophy and will affect the style of the museum building, if the owners (the museum) at the beginning of the architect will undertake case clearly wants and hopes for the images of the architect will be able to design one would "speak "Library, visual way to show the characteristics of the library. 

在規劃兒童圖書館（室）時也是一樣，每個圖書館應先釐清自己的服務哲學，然後再據此規劃出可以實現那種哲學的空間。 In planning a children's library (room), the same, and each library should first clarify their service philosophy, and then accordingly plan out the kind of philosophy of space can be achieved. 例如美國 Arizona 州的 Tempe Public Library 就是以圖書館的“教育”功能為其服務哲學，而且特別注重對青少年與兒童的教育功能之發揮，他們認為閱讀是一種寶貴的技能，而現今的世界卻太過電子化，因此想要提供給孩子的是一個能思考、反省、與學習的“圖書館”，而不是時下流行的 ” 多媒體中心 ” 或 ” 娛樂休閒空間 ” 。 Such as the U.S. state of Arizona Tempe Public Library is the library's "educational" function of its service philosophy, and in particular focus on youth and children's educational function of the play, they think that reading is a valuable skill, but today's world is too electronic, so you want to provide to children is a can think, reflect, and learn the "library" rather than the recently popular "media center" or "entertainment and leisure space." 在此服務哲學之下，該館的兒童室設計成一眼就看得出是“圖書館”的空間，只是其桌椅有適合不同年齡層兒童讀者的三種尺寸。 Under the philosophy of this service, the museum designed as a children room to see a "library" of space, only the tables and chairs are suitable for children of different age groups of readers in three sizes. （註 6 ） (Note 6) 

然而也有圖書館因為抱持不同的服務哲學，而產生了不同形象的圖書館建築，例如美國的 Las Vegas Library and Children's Museum Building 。 However, there are libraries hold different services because of philosophy, which produces a different image of library buildings, such as the United States, Las Vegas Library and Children's Museum Building. 這是一棟包括圖書館、兒童室、兒童博物館等單位之複合型建築物，在設計之初，建築師就將此建物定位於“社區的活動中心”，並且希望它在該沙漠地區成為一個“地標性”的建築，因此在空間的規劃與設計上，每當“藝術設計”與“功能”產生衝突時，最後都以整體美感為優先考量。 This is a library, children's rooms, children's museums, and other units of the complex design of buildings at the beginning, the architect on this building located in the "community center" and hope that it will become a desert area in the "landmark" building, so space planning and design, whenever the "Art Design" and "function" of conflict, the last are to the overall beauty of the top priority. 此棟建物在 1990 年 6 月正式開放，也確實達到“地標建物”的目標而在當年 10 月登上了 Architectural Record 的封面，然而卻也造成了兒童室出現了盲點區域、樓板面積被犧牲、以及書架排列長度不足等問題。 The Building building in June 1990 opened, it did achieve the "landmark building" goals that year in October on board the Architectural Record's cover, but it has also created a children's room there blind spot area, floor area to be sacrificed and the shelf arrangement of a length less than other issues. （註 7 ）此外，美國的 Denver Public Library 以“資訊遊樂園”（ Information Playground ）（註 8 ）、 Sacramento Public Library 以“小朋友天地”（ Kids' Place ）（註 9 ）為訴求，表現出其要為兒童讀者打造一個量身訂做的環境之服務哲學。 (Note 7) In addition, the United States, Denver Public Library to "information Amusement Park" (Information Playground) (Note 8), Sacramento Public Library to "kids world" (Kids' Place) (Note 9) for the appeal to show their Reader for children to create a customized environment service philosophy. 

二、兒童行為理論對空間規劃之影響 Second, children's behavior theory on the effect of spatial planning 

了解以下兒童行為研究結果，有助於規劃出一個友善的兒童室空間：（註 10 ） Read the following children study will help map out a child-friendly room space: (Note 10) 

兒童對空間的使用不會受大人刻板印象的限制，他們用身體去學習、探索各種實體空間的經驗，可以幫助其建立抽象概念。 Children will not be affected by the use of space constraints adult stereotypes, they used the body to learn, explore the experience of physical space, can help build abstractions. 

兒童喜歡小團體的活動，因此若提供大小不同且風格迥異的空間，可以鼓勵兒童學習選擇，並成為小團體活動的空間。 Children like small group activities, so if the different sizes and styles available space, you can choose to encourage children to learn and become a space for small group activities. 

兒童喜歡以地板當做工作空間，因此地毯、軟墊、或區隔分明的小空間鼓勵這種形式的空間使用。 Children like to work the floor as a space, carpet, cushion, or distinct segment of the small space to encourage this form of space use. 

兒童會用半封閉性的空間做為逃離現實的環境，這樣的空間是他們遊玩與想像的安全處所，因此提供一個有隱私的空間，可以幫助兒童學習控制情緒。 Children with a semi-closed space as the escape from the reality of the environment, this space is that they play and imagine a safe place, thus providing a space for privacy, can help children learn to control their emotions. 

從兒童發展的角度來看，他們很需要用自己的聲音和身體來體驗一個空間，但圖書館卻是一個要求肅靜的地方，因此在空間規劃時，應該也要提供可以自由吵鬧的活動區。 From the perspective of child development, they are required to have a voice and body to experience a space, but the library is a quiet place demands, space planning, therefore, should also provide free noisy activity area. 

兒童可以從窗外的景象學習時間、季節、以及圖書館附近社區等訊息，因此兒童室的窗戶應設計在其視線可即的高度。 Children can learn from the scene outside the window of time, season, and library information such as nearby communities, so children's room windows should be designed to be in their line of sight is high. 

嬰兒和幼童容易被明亮的原色、對比的樣式、以及會動的物體吸引，因此若以他們有興趣的東西來裝飾兒童室，容易讓他們對此空間產生認同感。 Infants and young children vulnerable to bright colors, contrasting styles, and moves the object to attract, so if they are interested in things to decorate children's rooms, this space is easy to identify with them. 

三、兒童室的規模與在母機構中的區位 Third, children's room in the parent body size and location in 

從兒童室的大小、設備、和位置可以得知其母機構對此項服務的重視程度，如果兒童室的區位距離圖書館大門太遠，則表現出該館不鼓勵小讀者使用兒童室的訊息。 From the children's room size, equipment, and location of the parent organization can learn the importance attached to this service, if the nursery location too far from the library door, while showing the museum does not encourage young readers to use the message of the nursery . 此外，由於成人帶幼兒上圖書館常使用娃娃推車，因此從大門到兒童室的動線若需經過長廊、階梯、檔路的設備等，都會造成孩子們要使用兒童室的阻礙。 In addition, adults with young children often use the dolls on a library cart, so from the gate to the nursery through the Promenade For the dynamic line, ladder, Files road equipment, can cause children to use child room barriers. （註 11 ）兒童室在全館中所佔面積以兒童讀者在全館讀者所佔之比例為原則，一般來說約佔全館的 10-35 ％。 (Note 11) Children's room in the whole museum in the area occupied by child readers to share in the ratio of the whole library readers the principle of the whole museum in general about 10-35%. 然而在社區裡的小圖書館，因為其成人讀者的交通能力較強可以到鄰近大館使用資料，因此兒童室的區域在比例上應該更大。 However, a small library in the community because of its stronger ability of adult readers of the traffic to the nearby Great Hall can use the information, so children's room should be a greater proportion of the region. （註 12 ） (Note 12) 

此外，兒童室在全館中的區位也是圖書館建築在規劃空間時常遭遇到的問題，以 Sacramento Public Library 為例，當該館在新館建築的規劃階段時，為了滿足兒童室的樓板面積及獨立空間的需要，曾經推翻了好幾次的區位規劃草案：（註 13 ） In addition, children's room in the whole museum's location is also a library building space is often encountered in the planning issues to Sacramento Public Library, for example, when the museum in the new museum building at the planning stage, in order to meet the children's room of the floor area and separate space needs, has overturned several times in the draft location plan: (Note 13) 

原始規劃案中兒童室是和工商資料室一起配置在圖書館的主要樓層（一樓），但這兩個區域的館藏內容似乎很不搭調； Children in the case of the original planning and business rooms are configured in the library reference room with the main floor (first floor), but the contents of the two regions of the collection seem very in tune; 

第一次修改後，兒童室挪到了二樓和成人館藏（小說與一般讀物）比鄰，而且基地也比前一案方正得多，但是對兒童來說二樓的可即性較低； The first modification, the children moved to a second floor room and adult collection (fiction and general books) next, and bases much more than the previous one side is the case, but for children on the second floor that is less available; 

第二次修改後，兒童室又挪回到一樓，但是和通俗資料區共用一個空間，不但樓板面積不夠，而且失去了獨立的空間； After the second amendment, then moved back to the first floor of the nursery, but the data area and sharing a common space, not only is not enough floor space, and loss of an independent space; 

最後決定以地下室為兒童室的主要基地，但為了表現觀迎使用的氣氛，將一半的天花板挑空，形成二層樓的設計，而且從主樓層入口就一眼看到兒童室的所在，但為考量兒童上下階梯的安全性，樓梯設有高低兩組的扶手，以符合不同身高、年齡的兒童使用。 The final decision to the basement room of the main base for children, but are welcome to use to show the atmosphere, will choose half of the ceiling space, the formation of two-story building design, and the main floor from the entrance to a room where children can see, but taking into consideration the safety of children up and down steps, stairs with handrails high and low groups, to meet the different height and age of children. 

而國內一項針對臺中縣立圖書館所做的研究中，也認為兒童室以隔間界定清楚的空間在使用上最佳，干擾性也會較低，並進一步說明兒童室在館中不同區位的注意事項：（註 14 ） The internal one for the Taichung County Library doing research, but also that the children room to clear space in the compartment to define the best use of, interference will be reduced, and further revealed that children in different rooms in the museum location Precautions: (14) 

地下室的兒童室：使用時噪音較不會干擾其他空間，但需要注意採光和通風的問題； Basement room for children: use does not interfere with other space than the noise, but requires attention to lighting and ventilation problems; 

一樓的兒童室：在一樓獨立空間的兒童室，兒童讀者容易到達，但需注意不可有其他穿越性的交通動線； On the first floor of the Children's Room: separate space for children in the first floor room, children's readers easy access, but we should not have other transportation routes through nature; 

兒童室在其他樓層：兒童在使用上較不方便到達，且在窗戶上宜加裝柵欄等安全設施。 Children's Room at the other floors: children in the use of more convenient to reach, and the windows should install the security fence and other facilities. 

四、兒童圖書館（室）之服務區域 Fourth, children's library (room) of the service area 

兒童室之服務區域的規劃依各館服務哲學，以及空間、人力、經費等資源的不同而有差異，但大致來說，應可以區分為：學齡前兒童區、一般兒童區、展示區、參考諮詢區、流通櫃台、衣帽區、廁所、飲水機、館員工作區、節目區、書架區、視聽多媒體區等。 Children's Room of the service area of planning by the museum service philosophy, as well as space, manpower, funding and other resources differ, but generally speaking, should be divided into: pre-school district, children in general area, display area, reference consultation area, circulation desk, hat area, toilets, drinking fountains, librarians work area, program area, shelf area, audio-visual multimedia zones. （註 15 ）圖書館空間規劃專業顧問特別提醒館員以 checklist 的方式來核對其服務區域的規劃圖，因為有太多的例子是建築師所完成的兒童室中，就把飲水機這種“幾乎忘了它的存在”的必要設施給遺漏了。 (15) Library space planning professional consultants to remind librarians to checklist of ways to check its service area plan, because there are too many examples of children who completed an architect room, put drinking fountains that "almost Forget the existence of "the necessary facilities to the missing. （註 16 ）此外，娃娃推車的停放區也是很重要，但常被忽略的空間。 (Note 16) In addition, the parking area doll stroller is also very important, but often overlooked space. （註 17 ） (Note 17) 

文獻中特別強調兒童專用廁所的設計要點，包括：鏡子、洗手檯、手紙丟棄筒都要考慮不同年齡層小讀者的身高；要有兒童安全鎖，也就是即使上鎖了，也可以從裡面直接推開門，而且在緊急狀況時館員也能從外面進入（註 18 ）；此外筆者認為嬰幼兒的換尿片檯也是必要的設施。 Children in special literature, with particular emphasis on the design of the toilet up, including: mirror, sink, toilet paper tube should be considered abandoned young readers ages height; to have child safety locks, that is, even if locked, and also directly from the inside opened the door, but also during emergency situations from the outside into the Librarian (18); In addition I believe that Taiwan, changing diapers of infants and children is also necessary facilities. 

五、其他空間規劃的注意事項 5, other spatial planning considerations 

任何產熱設備和電器插座都需要遮蔽起來，或配置在兒童碰觸不到的地方，以策安全。 Any heat and electrical outlet needs to shelter up, or configured in less than a place to touch children, to ensure safety. （註 19 ） (19) 

傢俱設備的表面必須平滑光整，沒有小碎片、突起、或破損；傢俱邊緣應該是圓角、鈍角，或加上保護裝置。 Furniture and equipment surfaces must be smooth finishing, no small fragments, processes, or damaged; furniture edges should be rounded, obtuse angle, or with protection. （註 20 ） (20) 

傢俱應該用防火的材質，而且逃生通道要隨時保持暢通。 Furniture should fire prevention material, and means of escape to remain open at any time. （註 21 ） (21) 

學齡前兒童的閱覽空間，應該提供成人尺寸的座位，以方便親子共讀。 Pre-school children's reading space, should provide adult size seats, to facilitate parent-child shared reading. （註 22 ） (22) 

開放性的大空間不易控制噪音及兒童的隨意衝撞行為，不適合兒童室，（註 23 ） The large open space for easy control of noise and random collision behavior of children, not suitable for children room, (23) 

參考櫃檯的高度要讓孩子站著時能看得到桌面（註 24 ），而且要提供問問題的孩子一個座位，傳達出“平等”的訊息，鼓勵小讀者發問。 Reference counter height to make children visible when standing desktop (note 24), but also to provide a seat children to ask questions, to convey the "equal" message, encouraging young readers to ask questions. （註 25 ） (Note 25) 

圖書館大門的設計（如門把的高度、門的重量）要讓兒童自己也能開門入館。 Library gate design (such as door height, door weight) to give the child themselves can open the door into the hall. （註 26 ） (26) 

兒童圖畫書的封面與插畫之藝術性很高，然而兒童室卻常因為經費的限制，以手工的標示與裝飾品來佈置，有損兒童的藝術素養。 Children's picture book's cover and illustrations of high artistic quality, but the children's room is often because of funding constraints, to hand the label layout and decoration to the detriment of children's artistic accomplishment. （註 27 ） (27) 

兒童室可以有好玩的傢俱，但太多則有失適當。 Children's room furniture can be fun, but too many are any errors properly. 圖書館雖應該是一個有趣的地方，卻不應是戶外遊樂場，因此在設計時除滿足小小孩的幻想空間之外，也要考量到年齡較長的小讀者之需求。 Although the library should be an interesting place, should not be outdoor playground, so the design of small children than the illusion of space to meet the outside, but also taking into consideration the small older readers demand. （註 28 ） (28) 

六、兒童圖書館員之責任 6, the responsibility for Librarians 

誠如前文所提，關於兒童圖書館（室）空間規劃的文獻很少，因此兒童圖書館館員的工作經驗成為很重要的資源，所以在規劃設計兒童室空間的整個過程中，兒圖館員應該負責撰寫規劃書，並積極地與建築師和室內設計師溝通。 As previously mentioned, on the children's library (room) space planning literature are scarce and therefore children's librarians work experience to become a very important resource, children's room space in the planning and design throughout the process, children map librarian should responsible for writing the Strategic Plan, and actively communicate with architects and interior designers. （註 29 ）例如當 Sacramento Public Library 的兒圖館員在參與兒童室的規劃過程時，發現建築師因為不了解小讀者的需求，在設計他們的傢俱時常以成人傢俱為藍本，只是將尺寸縮小；此外，建築師在選擇傢俱時也有偏重藝術性而忽略實用性的傾向，兒圖館員與建築師多次相互溝通、協調、與妥協之後，才成功地完成了一個業主心目中想要的兒童室。 (29) For example, when the Sacramento Public Library's children map librarians participating in children's room of the planning process, they found an architect because readers do not understand the needs of small, often in the design of their furniture modeled on adult furniture, but will be scaled down; In addition, the architects have in the choice of furniture, art and ignore practical emphasis on the tendency of many children map librarians and architects to communicate, coordinate, and compromise only after successful completion of a children room owners what they want. （註 30 ） (30) 

貳、個案研究 Two, the case study 

在歸納文獻中所揭示的兒童圖書館（室）空間規劃原則之後，本文進一步以兩個截然不同作法的個案，說明雖然各館的預算及人力條件不同，但只要用心規劃都可以呈現很好的效果。 Summarizing the literature revealed a children's library (room) space planning principles, to further illustrate the cases of two distinct practices, shows that though the museum's budget and human conditions, but as long as the heart can show good planning effect. 

一、個案 1 ：「全新規劃建館」的 Denver Public Library I. Case 1: "The new plan hall," the Denver Public Library 

在 Denver Pubic Library 決定興建一個新總館之初，就以“ A room of their own ”為其兒童室的設計目標，所以圖書館決定做市場調查以勾勒出小讀者心目中真正想要的兒童室之輪廓。 In Denver Pubic Library decided to build a new Main Library at the outset to "A room of their own" room is designed for children, so decided to do market research libraries to outline the eyes of young readers really want the nursery the contour. 由於該館沒有足夠的經費與能力，因此委請當地大學商學院的教授來合作、指導這個研究計畫。 Because the museum does not have enough funding and capacity, so of the local university business school professor to co-operation, guiding the research project. 此研究在 1990 年中進行，以自願參加的兒童與父母為對象，分別做了五次的焦點團體訪談（ focus group ），這可說是一項創舉， Denver Public Library 是全美第一個直接去訪問孩子們對圖書館兒童服務及環境的想法之公共圖書館（註 31 ），茲將該研究的結果摘錄如下：（註 32 ） The study conducted in 1990 to voluntary target children and their parents were doing five focus group interviews (focus group), this would be a pioneering, Denver Public Library is to visit the nation's first direct Library children's services, children and the environment on the idea of public libraries (31), it is the results of the study are summarized as follows: (Note 32) 

兒童不喜歡圖書館呈現出如學校般（ school-like ）的氣氛，他們想要有視覺上的刺激、舒適的傢俱、以及活潑的節目設計。 Children do not like shows such as school libraries as (school-like) in the atmosphere, they want a visual stimulus, comfortable furniture, and lively program design. 

兒童在圖書館時，會想要發出一點聲音（但不是噪音），可是他們不希望因為自己的愛講話而惹上麻煩。 Children in the library when you want to send a little sound (but not the noise), but they do not want to speak because of his love and trouble. 

兒童喜歡圖書館提供既隱私且舒服的閱讀空間，他們希望可以“窩”在某處看書，例如擺滿枕頭、又有光源的隧道，而且當他們在看書時，可以有個地方藏匿他的零食。 Children like the library to provide both privacy and a comfortable reading room, they hope to "nest" somewhere read, for example, filled with pillows, another source of the tunnel, and when they read, they can have a place to hide his snacks. 

兒童喜歡圖書館提供像家裡一樣可以躺著看書的環境，所以他們想要懶骨頭靠椅、大水床、沙發、滿地的抱枕、地毯、以及躺椅。 Children like to libraries as reading at home can still be lying on the environment, so they want to idleness chairs, flood bed, sofa, the floor of the pillow, carpet, and chair. 

年齡較長的男孩很希望圖書館中能有他們自己的空間，而且任何大人都不可以進入，他們想要有其中畫圖、看書，而且要自己制定規則來保持清潔。 Older boys very much hope that libraries will have their own space, and any adult can not enter, they want to have one drawing, reading books, but also to their own rules to keep clean. 

小男孩表示圖書歸架另人緊張，他們對於那些看完卻又不想借回家的書之後續處理感到很頭痛，因此希望圖書館能在每個書架的附近提供一個大箱子讓他們放那些書。 The little boy who said the books owned by another tense frame, they are for those who read the book but do not like to take home the follow-up treatment of a serious headache, so hope that the library shelves in the vicinity of each of a large box so that they can put those books . 

兒童希望圖書館可以提供活的小動物、美勞教室、科學實驗室、以及他們可以自己栽種的植物。 Children's hope that the Library can provide live animals, art class rooms, science laboratories, and they can grow their own plants. 

大部份的兒童不喜歡尋求圖書館員的協助，有些孩子甚至認為館員們比較喜歡為大人服務。 Most children do not like to seek the assistance of librarians, some children even think that librarians who prefer to adults services. 

兒童希望圖書館成為一個有趣的地方，因此有人建議像溜滑梯似的入口和運書的輸送帶；小女孩則希望圖書館能提供小兔子或小貓咪的館內出借服務，讓她可以抱著小動物看書。 Children want to be a fun place library, so it was suggested that as the slide-like entrance and transport conveyor book; little girl wants libraries to provide small rabbit or a small cat's Museum loan services, so that she can hold read the small animals. 

綜言之，兒童希望他們的圖書館是有趣、易親近、而且活潑的，也希望大人們能更尊重他們。 In summary, children want their library is interesting, approachable, and lively, but also want great people to be more respect for them. 在 1990 年的 8 月， Denver 市、郡政府通過了建新館的預算，兒圖館員的責任則是以這個研究的結果和建築師溝通，以期創造出一個尊重兒童，並滿足其身體舒適、活動、隱私、社會互動、智慧及創意發展的空間。 In August 1990, Denver City, county build a new museum by the budget, children map librarian's responsibility is based on the results of this study and the architect of communication, in order to create a respect for the children and meet their physical comfort, activities , privacy, social interaction, intellectual and creative development of space. （註 33 ） (33) 

此項工程在 1993 年春季正式動工，兒圖館員也多次開會討論其服務哲學及希望以什麼樣的空間來實現這些服務，並以視覺圖片的方式多次與建築師溝通他們想要營造的意象。 The project officially started in the spring of 1993, children map librarians have repeatedly discussed the philosophy of their services and hope to what kind of space to achieve these services, and to form visual images to communicate repeatedly with the architects created what they want image. （註 34 ）最後兒童室是以一個大的開放空間為範疇，再劃分成不同功能及風格的服務區域，包括：專為幼兒及其父母設計的半圓形之圖畫書區、充滿視覺線索的一般圖書區、舒適安靜的小說區、多功能的八角形活動高檯、可喧鬧嬉戲的戶外花園區、有塗鴉牆的美勞教室、以及電腦及視聽資料區。 (34) Children's room is the last open space of a large area, and then divided into different functions and styles of service areas, including: design for young children and their parents, the semi-circular area of a picture book, full of visual clues to the general Library District, comfortable quiet novel areas, multi-functional high-profile octagonal activities can be noisy outdoor play garden area, a graffiti wall art class, and the area of computer and audio-visual materials. （註 35 ） Denver Public Library 的新總館在館員與建築師的努力之下於 1996 年竣工，並於當年 12 月開館，而其兒童室就以“資訊遊樂園”的定位讓每一位小讀者在資訊的宇宙中探險與冥想。 (Note 35) Denver Public Library's new main library, the librarian and the architect of the hard work completed in 1996 and opened in December that year, and their children's room on the "Information amusement park" position for each small readers explore the universe of information and meditation. （註 36 ） (36) 

二、個案 2 ：「裝修翻新計畫」的 Kalamazoo Public Library （註 37 ） 2, Case 2: "decoration renovation project," the Kalamazoo Public Library (note 37) 

Kalamazoo Public Library 之總館在 1959 年開館，到了 1990 年不但其外觀不再吸引人，其內部更是乏善可陳且不易使用，因此當局決定裝修翻新該館的主樓層，可是在有限的經費之下，兒童室並分配不到多少資源。 Kalamazoo Public Library The main library opened in 1959, to 1990, not only its appearance is no longer attractive, the interior is inadequate and difficult to use, the Administration decided to renovate the museum's main floor renovation, but the limited funds, children's room, and the unavailability of the resources. 然而在當地的兩個基金會、該館兒圖館員、以及地方藝術家的協力之下，該館成功地將原本老舊的兒童室轉型變成大人小孩都喜歡、而且充滿童話故事藝術作品的空間。 However, two local foundations, the museum children map librarians, and local artists together under the original museum successfully transition into the old room the children like adults and children, and full of fairy tales, works of art space. 

因為無法在空間上有所調整，這個計畫的目標定在如何使兒童室更吸引人，所以 Because they can not be adjusted in space, set the goal of this project how to make the children's room more attractive, so “藝術與童話”成為此次 Kalamazoo Public Library 兒童室翻新計畫的主題。 "Art and Fairy Tales" become part of the Kalamazoo Public Library children's room renovation project theme. 兒童室在當地基金會的贊助之下，舉辦了“美化柱子”的設計比賽，三個原本礙眼的大柱子在得獎藝術家們的巧思變裝之後，有兩柱以壁畫描繪出兒童所熟悉的童話故事，另一柱則以軟雕（ soft sculpture ）的手法來呈現“（見圖一：”傑克與豌豆“）；隨後，基金會又進一步的出資贊助，將原本平凡無奇的三扇窗戶以彩色玻璃藝術來表現童話故事的內容（見圖二：”人魚公主“）。此外，原本老舊的說故事區，也重新設計成為”想像城堡“的入口（見圖三），並將整個房間裝飾成”愛麗絲夢遊仙境“的場景。 Children's room, under the auspices of the local Foundation, organized a "beautification pillars" of the design competition, the three major pillars of the original eyesore their ingenuity in the award-winning artists changed after installation, there are two columns with murals depicting the children are familiar fairy tales, and the other columns and soft sculpture (soft sculpture) to show the way "(see Figure 1:" Jack and the Pea "); then, the Foundation has further meddled in the original mundane 3 windows with colored glass art to show the contents of a fairy tale (see Figure 2: "Mermaid Princess"). In addition, the original old story-telling area, but also re-designed to "imagine the castle," the entry (see Figure 3), and the entire room decorated in "Alice in Wonderland" scene. 

　　 Kalamazoo Public Library 兒童室的“藝術與童話”翻新計畫可說是非常成功：整個計畫以基金會所提供的約 5 萬美元之贊助及比賽獎金而完成；翻新後的兒童室變成一個提供享受視覺饗宴的環境，成人讀者感覺該空間充滿愉悅的氣氛，而兒童讀者花更多的時間待在兒童室。 Kalamazoo Public Library children's room of the "Art and Fairy Tales" renovation project can be said to be very successful: the project provided a foundation of about 50,000 U.S. dollars of sponsorship and prize money and complete; renovated into a children's room provides enjoyment of the visual Feast of the environment, adult readers feel that the space is full of pleasant atmosphere, but the reader of children spend more time at the nursery. 當兒童繞著柱子欣賞壁畫、用手觸摸柱子上的軟雕、抬頭觀看彩色玻璃時，這些藝術作品正在激發他們的想像力，而這也是圖書館希望為讀者提供的服務空間。 When children enjoy the murals around the pillars, hand-carved columns on the soft, looked up, stained glass, these works of art is to inspire their imagination, which is hoped to provide readers with library services space.

參、實地訪視 Reference, field visits 

這次實地訪視的目的，是為了瞭解公立圖書館的兒童室與民間機構成立的兒童圖書館之差異，所以選擇了台北市立圖書館之分館中兒童室最具規模的民生分館與信誼基金會的親子館來做實地訪視。 The purpose of this field visit is to understand the public library's children's room and private organizations were established between children's libraries, so I chose the Taipei branch libraries in the children's room of the largest branch and the livelihood of the Hsin Yi Foundation The Family Museum to do field visits. 以下分別簡單介紹兩館的概況及空間分配平面圖，之後再進一步比較之。 The following are a brief overview of both museums and space allocation plan, followed by further comparison. 

一、台北市立圖書館民生分館簡介 （註 38 ）（註 39 ） 1, Taipei branch library livelihood Introduction (Note 38) (Note 39) 

民生分館成立於民國七十二年十二月十七日，座落於敦化北路 199 巷 5 號之社區副中心大樓四、五樓，總面積共 904 坪，五樓為開架閱覽室、參考室、期刊室、一般閱覽室，四樓則是全部提供給兒童使用。 Livelihood branch was set up in seven years on December 17, located at No. 5, Lane 199 Tun Hwa North Road, the community center building four deputy, fifth floor, with a total area of 904 square meters, the fifth floor for the open-shelf reading room, reference room, periodical room, general reading room, fourth floor, is available to all children. 由於民生分館鄰近民生社區與民生、民族、敦化、三民等小學，因此以兒童為中心，規劃以兒童與親職為特色之館藏，致力於充實兒童讀物，培養兒童閱讀之興趣，以發揮兒童圖書之功能。 As the branch close to the people's livelihood and the livelihood of the people's livelihood community, nation, Dunhua, Sanmin such primary schools, child-centered, therefore, planning for the child and parent characteristics of the collection, dedicated to enriching children's books, the interest in cultivating children's reading, to play children's books function. 四樓的空間規劃可分為四大部分（見圖四）： The fourth floor of the spatial planning can be divided into four parts (see Figure 4): 

兒童活動室 -- 設有各類兒童玩具及積木等，以供 5 歲以下兒童活動之用； Children's activity room - with all kinds of children's toys and building blocks, in order for children under 5 activities; 

兒童閱覽室 -- 內有童話故事、童詩、幼兒文學及各類知識性的兒童讀物； Children's Research - there are fairy tales, poetry, children literature and all kinds of knowledge of children's books; 

展覽室； Exhibition room; 

視聽室。 Audio-visual room.

二、信誼基金會親子館簡介 （註 40 ） 2, Hsin Yi Foundation Family Museum Introduction (Note 40) 

信誼基金會成立於民國六十年九月，由永豐餘企業暨集團創始人何傳先生（字信誼）捐資創立，並於民國六十六年九月設「學前教育研究發展中心」，是台灣最早從事推廣學前教育的專業服務機構。 Hsin Yi Foundation was set up in six years in September, the Yuen Foong Yu Group, Corporate and founder of Mr. He Chuan (word sine) donor was founded and established in the Republic of China 60 years in September, "Research and Development Center pre-school education" is Taiwan's earliest pre-school education in the promotion of professional services. 在「守護孩子唯一的童年」的服務宗旨下，二十年來，持續提供社會大眾有關學前教育的新資訊；並透過親職教育的推廣，喚醒父母再學習、再成長的意識；提倡發現學習及以兒童為本位的教育觀。 In the "guardian of the child only childhood" service, the last two decades, continues to provide public information about the new pre-school education; and through the promotion of parenting education, remind parents of another study, further growth of consciousness; to promote discovery learning and child-centered view of education. 期望能從學前教育出發，促成全面教育的革新。 Expected departure from the pre-school education, promoting the educational process. 

信誼在台北與台中各設有親子館，親子館是由幼教專家精心設計，依據 1 ～ 6 歲幼兒的發展所需，所規劃出遊戲化的學習空間。 Hsin Yi in Taipei and Taichung, each has a child museum child museum designed by early childhood experts, based on a 6-year-old children needed for development, the planning out of the game of the learning space. 台北親子館位於台北市重慶南路二段 75 號地下一樓，採會員收費制。 Family Museum in Taipei, Taipei Chongqing South Road Section 75, basement, use a membership fee system. 館內的空間規劃可分為三大部分（見圖五）： Museum of spatial planning can be divided into three parts (see Figure 5): 

遊戲區 -- 提供各種開發潛能的遊戲設施，讓孩子在遊戲中自由操作學習，享受探索過程的喜悅，和發現新事物的滿足感； Game Zone - the development potential of providing play equipment for children to learn in the game free operation, and enjoy exploring the process of joy, satisfaction and discover new things; 

圖書區 -- 精選一萬多冊國內外幼兒圖畫書、期刊、玩具書和兒童文學相關的專業書籍，引導幼兒與父母一起進入親子共讀的好書世界； Library District - selected more than 10,000 domestic and child care book picture books, periodicals, books and toys, children's literature relevant professional books, together with their parents to guide children into reading with books in the world; 

活動劇場 -- 定期舉辦各種玩玩具、閱讀、說故事的親子活動。 Activities Theater - organize regular play with toys, reading, telling stories of parent-child activities.

三、實地訪視結果 Third, results of field visits

照明，包括窗戶自然採光，能提高環境氣氛。 Lighting, including windows, natural lighting, can improve the atmosphere.

飲水機的高度可讓小孩使用或是有腳架可使用。 The height of drinking fountains allow children to use a tripod or use. 

洗手間可安置於兒童室。 Toilet can be placed in the nursery. 

洗手間是乾淨的，而且有定期消毒。 Toilets are clean and disinfected on a regular basis. 

在女廁中方便更換尿布。 Diaper change in the female toilets in convenience. 

在男廁中方便更換尿布。 Diaper change in the male toilets in convenience. 

如果需要，有供踩腳的小凳。 If necessary, a step for foot stools. 

在洗手間有毛巾販賣機或烘乾機供兒童使用。 In the bathroom there are towels or drying machine vending machine for use by children. 
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我們由上表比較出民生分館與信誼親子館之優缺點如下： We compare the above table and sine livelihood branch museum of the advantages and disadvantages of parenting is as follows: 

民生分館的優點 -- Branch of the advantages of people's livelihood - 

桌子與椅子有三種尺寸與高度，可以滿足不同年齡層的兒童與家長的需要； Tables and chairs in three dimensions and height, to meet children of different ages and needs of parents; 

消防器材設備很完善，大約每隔 5 公尺設有緊急照明燈與滅火器； Fire equipment device is perfect, about every 5 meters with emergency lighting and fire extinguishers; 

書架的高度符合兒童的身高需求； High shelves in the children's height requirements; 

桌椅的數量很多，可以提供四人討論，也有較大的桌子提供六至八人討論； The number of tables and chairs are many, can provide four to discuss, but also a larger table discussion to provide six to eight people; 

桌椅邊緣都是圓角的，表面平整光滑，不會對兒童造成傷害； Furniture edges are rounded, and smooth surface will not cause injury to children; 

部分書架可以調整高度，放置大本圖書。 Part of the shelf height can be adjusted, place the Big Book. 

民生分館的缺點 -- Branch of the shortcomings of people's livelihood - 

兒童活動室設於服務台之右側，工作人員無法直接看到活動室內之情形，雖然在服務台後側為辦公區，可以看到活動室內之情況，但大多時候工作人員是在服務台內，所以對於活動室之兒童安全無法掌握。 Children's Activity Room located on the right side of desk, staff can not directly see the activity room of the cases, although the back of the office desk, you can see the indoor activities, but most of the time staff are in the desk, within So for the activity room of the child can not grasp. 不過兒童活動室必須有大人陪同才能進去，也算是一種補救措施。 However, children's activity room must be accompanied by an adult to go in, can be considered a remedy. 

信誼親子館的優點： Sine Family Museum advantages: 

廁所內設有嬰兒換尿布的檯桌； Toilets are equipped with diaper changing tables, baby; 

廁所內衛生設備如洗手台、馬桶的尺寸符合兒童的體型； Toilet hygiene equipment such as sink, toilet the size of the child's body; 

室內裝飾活潑生動。 Interior lively. 

信誼親子館的缺點： Family Museum of the shortcomings of the Hsin Yi: 

消防設備較少，而且滅火器放在較高的地方，在緊急時不容易取用； Less fire-fighting equipment and fire extinguishers on a high place, and not easy to access in an emergency; 

兒童活動空間內有大量的布製品，如果發生火災易造成危險； Children's activity space and a large quantity of fabric products, in case of fire may cause danger; 

服務人員在服務台無法直接看到活動室內的情形。 Help Desk staff can not directly see the activities in the interior of the case. 

綜而言之，台北市圖民生分館和信誼親子館的相同之處在於遊戲區內提供的玩具都是大件遊樂設施，或是沒有零件的玩具，都可以避免孩子們在玩耍時不小心吞嚥零件而發生危險。 In conclusion, the Taipei branch map livelihood and common SYM Family Museum is to provide a toy game in the region are large recreational facilities, or no parts of toys, both children were playing to avoid accidentally swallowing Parts and dangerous. 而且都規定要有成人陪伴，才能進入遊戲區。 And all regulations must be accompanied by adults, to enter the play area. 然而民生分館與信誼親子館最明顯的差別在於“服務哲學”：民生分館是以小學生至國中生為服務對象，是以“教育”功能為其服務哲學，所以空間配置上以兒童閱覽室為主要區域，兒童活動室佔的空間較小，整體氣氛讓人一進去就知道是“圖書館”，照明以白色光為主，感覺較為安靜嚴肅；而信誼親子館則是以學齡前的兒童為服務對象，所以是以“娛樂休閒空間”為其服務哲學，空間配置上以兒童遊戲區佔大部分區域，開闊的空間和大件的遊樂器材，塑造出“遊樂場”的氣氛，另外其附設的小圖書室，照明是以白色光加上黃色光，還有角落放置的沙發和原木書架，都塑造出“家庭式”的輕鬆休閒氣氛，讓孩子們在溫暖的氣氛下閱讀。 However, branches and people's livelihood sine Family Museum The most obvious difference is that "service philosophy": the people's livelihood branch students to junior high school students are serving, is "education" feature to its service philosophy, so space allocation to children in Study as the main area, children's activity room accounted for less space, the overall atmosphere that makes one go on a "library", light to white light-based, feel more serious and quiet; the Hsin Yi Family Center is based on pre-school serving children, it is a "recreation room" for its service philosophy, space allocation to children's play area accounts for most of the area, open space and large pieces of play equipment, create a "playground" atmosphere, while its attached to a small library, light is white light with yellow light, there is a corner sofa and wood shelves to place all create a "family style" relaxed casual atmosphere, so that the children read in the warm atmosphere. 

除了服務哲學不同，造成空間配置與整體氣氛的差異之外，我們還發現“室內裝飾”的差異，這可能是由於公立機構與民間機構的經營理念不同：公立圖書館還是脫離不了公家機關的思維，認為只要達到標準即可；而民間機構是以經營企業的方式，盡量做到盡善盡美，而且信誼親子館是會員收費制，更會盡力做到最好。 In addition to service philosophy and different, resulting in spatial configuration and the overall atmosphere of the differences, we also found that "interior" of the differences, which may be due to public agencies and private sector business idea is different: public libraries or government agencies can not be thought out that meet the standards as long as you can; and private sector enterprises is the way, try to make it perfect, and the Hsin Yi Family Museum Membership fee system, will do their best. 

  肆、結語 D. Conclusion 

兒童圖書館（室）氣氛營造的成功與否，關係到兒童日後就學與成人階段使用圖書館的意願與行為，因此兒童圖書館（室）的空間規劃十分重要。 Children's Library (room) to create an atmosphere of success, related to the child's future use of library school and adult stages of the will and behavior, children's library (room) of the spatial planning is very important. 然而雖然大部分的公共圖書館都配置有兒童室，但有關其空間規劃的專著與論文卻很稀少，其中提及服務哲學和兒童行為理論對此主題的影響，此外其規模、區位、服務區域、注意事項等都是文獻中著墨的焦點，而兒童圖書館員的積極參與也是強調的重點。 However, although most of the public libraries are equipped with children's room, but the spatial planning is very rare monographs and papers, which refer to service philosophy and theory of children impact on this theme, in addition to its size, location, service area , points to note are the focus of the literature and written, and a children's library is also the active participation of members of emphasis. 

由於建築與空間的感覺要靠自己的身體去體會，因此我們以對兩個美國的圖書館之個案研究和對兩個的臺灣圖書館之實地訪視來彌補文獻的不足。 As the architecture and the feeling of space on your own body to experience, so we both the United States Library of case studies and two of Taiwan's libraries visit the field to make up for gaps in the documentary. Denver Public Library 的經驗說明唯有親自去瞭解小讀者的需求，才能建構出他們心目中真正想要的圖書館； Kalamazoo Public Library 的經驗說明經費並不是一個好的翻新計畫之必要條件，只有有心、有創意，花小錢也可以有很好的效果。 Denver Public Library's experience that the only person to understand the needs of young readers to construct their hearts really want the library; Kalamazoo Public Library's experience shows that funding is not a necessary condition for a good renovation plan, only determined to , creative, Hua Xiaoqian can also have very good results. 而從實際訪視中我們卻發現，台灣的兒童圖書館（室），不論是公立的也好，或是基金會所成立的私立親子館，其與國外文獻及個案中提及的原則與實況還是有一段差距。 From the actual visit, we have found that children's libraries in Taiwan (Room), regardless of whether you are public or private foundation set up by the Family Museum, with foreign literature and case referred to in principle and the fact or there is a gap. 

造成這種現象的原因，除了經費及人力的因素，我們認為更重要的是在於國人沒有從小培養兒童閱讀的習慣，而且對於圖書館的重視程度不夠，這也許是臺灣與美國在兒童圖書館（室）的空間規劃上成績如此不同的主要癥結。 The reasons for this phenomenon, in addition to funding and manpower factors, we believe that more important is that people do not train children in reading habits from childhood, but not pay enough attention to the library, which is probably Taiwan and the United States in a children's library ( room) space planning the main crux of the results so different. 因此，如果我們希望我國的兒童圖書館之發展有所進步，除了加強經費及人力的付出之外，更需要改變國人對圖書館的印象與觀念，如此有朝一日台灣的兒童才可能享受到美國兒童進入圖書館時的那種樂趣。 Therefore, if we want our children to make progress the development of libraries, in addition to strengthening the financial and human resources to pay, the more need to change people's impression of the library and ideas, so one day before Taiwan's children may enjoy the children into the United States the Library of the kind of fun. 
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
