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ABSTRACT There is sufficient space for the development of education in information literacy in Taiwan. Information

literacy courses is mainly organized by centers for general education and provided by university teachers or university
librarians with certain positions, with the contents focused on the utilization of library resources. The author thinks that
the pattern of information literacy education in general education is the most suitable one, and hopes universities in
Taiwan will put greater emphasis on information literacy education, and will leam from the experiences of the “ ALA
