CONSULTANT: Is the most senior
grade in medical posts, makes his own dici-
sions. The consultancy is a permanent post.
In order to be a consultant, the highest qua-
lifications are required, eg. the F.R.C.S.
in surgery, the F.F.AR.CS.in anaesthesia,
the M.R.C.P. for physicians, the F.R.C.0.G.
for obstetricians and SO on. The surgeons
are addressed as Mr X,; the other consul-
tants as Doctor. Junior doctor however,
would as a Consultant as Sir.

MEDICAL ASSISTANT: Doctors oc-
cupying these posts have many years ex-
perience, but may not possess the appro-
priate training to qualify as consultants.

SENIOR REGISTRAR: The senior
Registrar is the potential consultant and he
will generally have worked two years in his
specially in a teaching hospital after two
years in a general hospital. He will have
the highest degrees of his chosen specialty.
As with the consultants, the surgical senior
registrar would be addressed as Mr and the
others as Dr.

REGISTRAR: Registrars are addressed
as Doctor or Mr according to whether they
are medical or surgical. The Registrar will
practically always have taken the higher
degree. A surgical registrar will do the
routine surgery alone, €.g. appendidectomy,
hernia etc. but he will only perform major
operations with a more senior surgeon
present.

SENIOR HOUSE OFFICER: The
Senior House Officer will have completed
the necessary qualifying period as a house
officer and will probably be studying for
a higher degree. The appointment is for
one 'year and the appointed doctor looks
after the routine medical care of the pa-
tients. These posts are usually residential;
that means that the doctor is obliged to
live in the hospital.
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HOUSE OFFICER: The House ¢
cers have completed their time as pre

paper work such as writing letters to ge {
practitioners, writing up case notes,
charge notes, death certificates and gg
