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Although much of the prior research has found a consistently positive volume-outcome relationship, there is only scant information
available on this specific issue in the area of mental healthcare. Using administrative data from Taiwan ; s National Health Insurance
Research Database for the year 2003, 30-day readmission rates for schizophrenia are examined for their association with hospital
volume, after adjusting for characteristics of hospitals and patients.
