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Study on the development of Salvia miltiorrhiza as additives of chicken feeds
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DanShen (Salvia miltiorrhiza) was one of famous TCM which was reported to have several biological activities, including antioxidant,
anti-hypertensive, anti-hyperlipemia, immunomodulatory and anti-bacterial activities. It is an important issue to use TCM and herbs as feed additives
of chicken to improve growth and immune functions. In this study, different amounts of DanShen powder were added to the basal feeds to examine

the changes of growth, physiological properties, immune activities, and bacterial flora. This result will be used as functional feeds to reduce the uses

of antibiotics in feeds.
