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The Community Organizing Strategies Adapted by Ngos for Preventing Aboriginal Adolescents' Teen Pregnancy
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The prevalence of aboriginal teen pregnancy is much higher compared to other ethic groups in Taiwan. Previous intervention efforts conducted by local
government have shown limited effects. Recently researchers suggested community organizing strategies may be appropriate to approach this problem. This
study intends to understand how non-government organizations (NGOs) in Taiwan reach out to communities to confront the problem of aboriginal teen

pregnancy. This study will first conduct telephone survey to understand the current activities of NGOs. Based on the result of telephone survey, this study will




select 1 to 2 NGOs to conduct in-depth case analysis. The techniques used in case analysis include in-depth interviews, archival data analysis, and participant
observation. Finally, this study will use social ecological model as a conceptual framework to evaluate whether the activities conducted by NGOs will cover

multiple areas of risk factors (individual, interpersonal, organization, community, policy). The findings will assist the development of a community

organization model for reducing aboriginal teen pregnancy.
