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The Community Organizing Strategies Adapted by Ngos for Preventing Aboriginal Adolescents' Teen Pregnancy
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The prevalence of aboriginal teen pregnancy is much higher compared to other ethic groups in Taiwan. Previous intervention efforts conducted by local
governments have shown limited effects. Recently researchers suggested community organizing strategies may be a possible solution. This study intends to
understand how non-government organizations (NGOs) in Taiwan intervene the problem of aboriginal teen pregnancy. This study first conducted a telephone

survey to understand the current activities of NGOs. Based on the result of the telephone survey, this study selected 31 NGOs workers to conduct in-depth



interviews. Results showed a variety of NGOs organizational structures, management strategies, and funding sources as well as project contents. Regarding
community organization models, this study generated several themes from the interview data such as community organization strategies, community
coalitions, and the role of aboriginal culture in interventions. Finally, this study described how NGOs handled the conflits of the aims among governments,

communities, and NGOs. The findings will assist the development of a community organization model for reducing aboriginal teen pregnancy.
