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The Exploratory Study of Professionalism---The Content, Antecedents, and Course Design
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In recent years, increasing concerns over the crisis of professionalism have triggered curricular reforms in medical education. Medical schools worldwide have held substantive discussions in

pedagogy and curriculum design in order to create academic environments conducive to the development of professionalism. Professional behaviors and related personal attributes are now listed

as core elements of learning objectives in medical education. Prompted by transformations of the external environment and practitioner-patient relationships, as well as criticism in 1998 from the




National Committee on Foreign Medical Education and Accreditation (NCFMEA), Taiwan’s medical schools began to initiate curricular reform. We believe that the socialization process is
begun at students’earlier grade than we expect. Antecedents and socialization process is the key determinant to professionalism. Therefore, based on the social control and socialization theories,
we design a three-year research to in-depth investigates the content of professionalism, determine the antecedents of professionalism, and design according course at fifth year medical students to

reinforce the necessary professionalism. Here lists the purposes of our study: 1. Understand the content of professionalism. 2. In-depth investigate the process of socialization. 3. Explore the

antecedents of professionalism. 4. Discuss the practicability of curriculum about professionalism. 5. Design and practice courses.
